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The Crisis of Marriage before Extramarital Affairs:
The View of Eight Participants Who Spouses Had

Extramarital Affairs

Abstract

The main purpose of this study is to explore the crisis of marriage before
extramarital affairs. The study adopts qualitative research method to proceed to
collect, analyze and explain research data. By strategy of intensity sampling, eight
participants whose spouses had extramarital affairs were invited in this research by
in-depth interview. The study generalizes a conclusion that there are four kinds of
crises in marriage before extramarital affairs: (1) the egocentric crisis (2) crisis of time
passed (3) crisis of getting along (4) crisis of external temptation. Some suggestions
are proposed to marriage and marital practice work.
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
