During and after each observation, Parts B, C, and D should be completed.

I. Grammar

· discuss in group for 5 minutes.

II. Academic English

Grammar: Noun-clause: 1 independent clause + 1 dependent clause

Follow-up Activity: 

1. OHP shows an article and ask students come to the front to find 10 mistakes and correct them.

2. Teacher circulated for individual attention.

1. Assign an essay writing.

2. Writing sentences containing noun clauses, then write a business letter.

Homework: Read “Ben’s Story” and answer questions.

D: Personal Conclusion: this observation has helped me with the following points I expressed in my original ‘observation aims’:

1. I observed how various teaching techniques were employed, including

 group discussion, individual attention, etc.

2. Through discussion with classroom teacher and by reviewing materials, I realise English I is a 6-hour per week course and the college provides a ‘bridging course’ for ESL students who are not able to pass IELTIS 6.0.

I also learnt the following new ideas:
1. I have had more clear and concrete ideas of TAFEs after talking with classroom teacher.

2. With observation and talking with the students, more clear impression has been made, regarding what students’ needs and why they are in this classroom.
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
